GOLDEN BEACH EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 4
LIFTING SOME RESTRICTIONS OF SAFER AT HOME ORDER

WHEREAS, Miami-Dade County will enter in Phase 1 of opening the community on Monday, May
18", 2020; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Golden Beach’s Emergency Declaration is still in effect, until such time
that the Mayor determines that it is safe to lift it; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Miami-Dade County’s easing of restrictions, it is the
intention of the Town of Golden Beach to also ease certain restrictions to allow for outdoor
recreation which is important for the mental and physical health of the community.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:

1.

Residents only, will continue to be allowed to use the Town’s 9 designated parks and
open spaces (with the exception of those areas listed in #6) between the hours of sunrise
and sunset for passive use only.

The Town curfew is still in effect, as Miami-Dade County’s Safer-At-Home order also
remains in place.

Visitors and guests are required to wear a face mask at all times when outside of the
home, except when in their backyard.

Anyone providing a service to a resident is required to have a mask on in and out of the
home, which will be enforced.

All visitors coming in to Town Hall are required to wear a mask.

At Tweddle Park, the basketball court, tennis court and pickle ball court will be open for
individual basketball shooting and for singles tennis and pickle ball playing (no more than
two people per court) — the tot-lot and dog park will remain closed.

7. The Beach and Beach Pavilion remain closed.
8.
9. Other amenities that remain closed are restrooms, buildings, shelters, exercise

No programming or organized sports or activities will be allowed.

equipment, and playgrounds.

10. Social distancing and the use of face coverings while outside is still in place and will be

enforced.

11.Construction continues to be allowed in Town with new rules in place, residents should

contact the Building Department for more information.

This Emergency Executive Order shall become effective on May 18, at 12:00 a.m.
